 Giving From the Heart  

   The Christmas season is a time of giving gifts and celebrating Godôs love in our lives.    
Please consider giving a ñGift from the Heartò Christmas ornament in honor of a loved 
one to either Habitat for Humanity , Peace Place , or our local homeless shelter, The 
Light . In addition to these past ornaments, there will be two NEW mission ornaments 
added for this year: Murphy -Harpst Childrenôs Home and The Tree House, Inc . 
Both of these organizationôs ministries are focused on healing the lives of children. 
Habitat for Humanity ôs mission is to provide a simple and decent place to live for 
everyone so that they will not find themselves in a homeless situation again. Peace 
Place is a local shelter for battered and abused women and children. They are also a 
source of education and healing and offer many programs for women and children to 
escape the cycle of abuse. The Light offers emergency beds for homeless men, 
women and families in a safe Christian environment until they are able to get back on 
their feet. Murphy -Harpst Childrenôs Home, located in Cedartown, Georgia, is a 
highly specialized residential treatment center for children and youth (ages 7ï17). 
Each resident arrives with his or her own tragic story. Most are victims of severe  
physical, emotional, or sexual abuse and neglect. As a result, they arrive with very 
difficult mental and behavioral problems. Most of them have never had a stable home 
and are at the ñend of the lineò so to speak, after having failed in every other care  
facility/program in which they have been placed. They often arrive with all their worldly 
belongings in a single grocery bag.  How sad and tragic to be a child  and feel that no 
one loves or cares for you. With the kind of help provided by Murphy-Harpst, these 
young people are able to grow up to hold jobs, maintain relationships and live within 

the community, thus becoming productive members of society. The Tree House ,  
located next door to our church, is a non-profit organization whose mission is to  
reduce the impact and occurrence of child abuse through counseling, educating,  
support and nurturing children and families in Barrow, Banks and Jackson Counties. 
The various programs offered at The Tree House are:  

¶ Child Services - works to reduce additional traumas to the child victims 

¶ Family Services - works to provide necessary skills to increase bonding between  
      parents and their children  

¶ Piedmont Visitation Program - works to provide a safe and nurturing visitation  
      environment for families with children in foster care 

¶ Community Outreach - child abuse education efforts and public awareness     
campaigns

How do you thank God?  
   The Thanksgiving Holiday is upon us. This is the time of the year when we gather 
family and friends and take time to pause and consider our blessings. It is my sincere 
hope and wish that all of you have a wonderful and blessed Thanksgiving. 
   However, as you give thought to the coming holiday; think about the act of thanking 
God. How is it accomplished? While God is all-knowing and all-seeing, it is still  
relatively difficult to mail him a thank-you note. Given the personal and financial 
blessings he has given us, isnôt it important that we give thanks? More important, we 
have to consider the fact that God sent his only Son to die on the Cross so that we 
might be saved. One would have to believe that this act of Grace is worthy of giving 
thanks. 
   So, if we all agree that giving God our thanks is important, how do we accomplish 
the task? The initial response, I think, would be prayer. Through our prayers we can 
reach out to God and thank him for all that He has done for us.  We can also ask 
God what He would like for us to do with our life as well. 
   However, in many ways, voicing something in prayer without taking actions in your 
life that correspond to those prayers is much like talking the talk without walking the 
walk. Our actions show where our heart is. How do we thank God with our actions? 
There is no activity in the Bible that is described in greater detail or with more  
frequent occurrences than offerings to God. Does God actually need our time,  
talents, and tithe to accomplish His mission on this earth? No more than he needed 
the animals that were sacrificed to Him in the Old Testament. It was not the sacrifice 
per se that God was wanting. What He wanted was a demonstrable act on the part of 
His people that said they believed in Him. He wanted to see some action with the 
words. 
   In your day-to-day life, does God see that your actions express your thanks for all 
that he has done for you? When He looks at all the things we spend time and money 
on for ourselves in this busy world, what percentage is given to Him to express our 
thanks? You are a steward of Godôs kingdom. How you use your time, talents, and 
tithe measures your thanks to God. As you consider how God might like to see your 
thanks expressed this holiday season, remember that actions speak louder than 
words.
