He earned his PhD in 
Near Eastern Languages and Civilizations at Harvard University with a     
concentration in Hebrew Bible, has published extensively in chaplain-related 
and healthcare journals and currently serves on the editorial board for   
Chaplaincy Today. 
   He is an ordained Elder in the North Georgia Conference of the United   
Methodist Church, being endorsed for healthcare chaplaincy by the Methodist  
Church and Board Certified with the Association of Professional Chaplains. He 
resides in Athens, GA with his wife, Beth, and his twin children, Ellie and Joe.
