Pray, Think, Plan  
   In the spring of 2009, less than a year from now, we will reach a tipping point in 
WFUMCôs finances. In March ó09, we will come close to exhausting our 2003  
capital campaign that was used to construct the new fellowship hall, remodel the 
youth area and provide some other miscellaneous remodeling. 
   At that point, we have a choice. We could choose to deduct the capital  
expenses from our annual operating budget. Those expenses are approximately 
$104,000 per year. In other words, it would represent 10% of our current  
operating expenses. This would seriously impact our day-to-day operations and 
our on-going mission to teach others of Christ. The second alternative is to  
conduct a capital campaign. Since the congregation voted overwhelmingly to  
proceed with the building project in 2003, the plan has always been to move  
forward with a second capital campaign to retire the debt. The time for that  

campaign has arrived. 
   First, some background. The building project in 2003 cost $2.3 million dollars.  
The original capital campaign resulted in a pledge to give $1.2 million. The 
body of the church decided to finance the balance. Today, it will require ap-
proximately $1,100,000 to allow us to retire our debt. If we can do that, 
WFUMC will be free and clear of all long-term debt except for the cost of the 
Howard property. Our church would be in excellent position for continued 
growth. 
   With that in mind, letôs dissect that $1,100,000. At the end of 2009, WFUMC 
has the ability to take control of the remaining balance of a large gift that was 

given to the church in trust many years ago. This bequest, the DeLaPerriere 
Fund, should be approximately $450,000 at that time. Given that, we need to 
raise  
approximately $650,000 in this capital campaign.   
   Over the next several months, you will hear more details about this plan. In the 
meantime, I have a simple request: 
Pray:  Ask God to reach out to your heart and the hearts of your fellow church 
members. We all need to look at our blessings, what this church means to each of 
us, weigh our faith and consider how much we can contribute over and above our 
normal giving. 
Think:  Start giving this matter your consideration now. Be an active Steward with 
what God has given you.   
Plan:  Our plan is to raise this amount in a one year capital campaign from March 
2009 through March 2010. That will allow us to spread our gifts over two tax 
years. And, with this advance notification, it will give all of us time to plan about 
how we can accomplish this goal. 
   Pray, Think and Plan. There will be more information to follow. And, as always,  
I welcome your thoughts and questions.
